If you listen 
to the repeater you probably heard the DX chasers advertising their latest con-
tact. I have to confess that I am one of the DX chasers. Some of you are wonder-
ing what the big deal is exchanging a call and signal report with someone on a 
patch of sand. I admit that it would be nice to be able to have a conversation 
with some of the operators during these DX expeditions. I would like to find out 
where they are from and what the operating conditions are like, but the 500,000 
other Hams waiting to make a contact really don’t want to listen to me rag-chew. 
So, I’m happy with my short exchange and if I’m lucky they can tell me what 
the weather is like and in a few months I’ll receive a QSL card from another spot 
on the globe to add to my collection.  

 
In the past the one contact with the DX entity would have made me happy and I 
would have moved on to something else, but things have changed now.

Then the DX expedition goes QRT and then I am able to 
compare my results with the others and brag how easy it was to bust through the 
pile-up.  I won’t be able to rest long though because the next day I hear on the 
repeater, “This is WA6RZ, the ZS8MI DX expedition is QRV on 20m” and I 
know the chase is on again. Those of you listening from the sidelines be careful, 
you may get caught up in this unofficial competition.
