These tubes were popular well into the 1950s. About 
1938 they were again renamed as the 250TH and

Major efforts will be 
made to meet the demand to the most 
needed geographical areas, the low 
bands and RTTY.

N1DG, N4PN, N4XP, N6GQ, N7CQQ,

Travel to Midway is only allowed by 
chartered aircraft. Because of the size
