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Problems:

Communications range is limited
because of the antenna configuration.
Since the antenna is effectively a 1/4
wave antenna, the available signal is
not perpendicular to the antenna.

Communications are often com-
promised by sloppy positioning of the
HT.

Operating from inside a vehicle or
a structure it is difficult to provide ef-
fective communications.

Spare batteries or a external power
source is needed for extended opera-
tion.
